Pet/Profile Setup Yes. Pet records including 
weight, vitals, vaccination 
info, documents, medical 
history, grooming and 
hygiene logs, and custom pet 
data.

Yes. User can add pet info 
and details stored with 
reminders and notes.

Yes. Users set up profiles and 
track information about their 
pets, events, and activity.

Yes. Multiple babies/pets 
tracked with individual 
profiles (tracking sleep, 
feeds, growth).

Care Tracking & 
Logging

Yes. It logs hygiene care, 
meals, medications, vet 
visits, behavior, and 
measurements over time.

Partial. Tracks appointments 
and reminders, some health 
notes, but less robust general 
tracking.

Notes

Users report the UI feels 
cluttered, with many tabs 
and submenu items

Users say profile setup 
takes too long, especially 
with multiple pets

Does not adapt schedules 
automatically based on 
pet data

C ore value is tied to vet 
clinic participation so if 
the vet doesn’t use it, app 
utility drops significantly

Reminders are not 
personalized

Users say the app is to 
clinic-focused

Users report confusing 
navigation and feature 
discoverability

Easy to use, but many 
reviewers feel it doesn’t 
go far enough for deeper 
pet care planning

Some users note the app 
feels dated or inconsistent 
in visual polish
